The new Alma user interface has a completely redesigned Advanced Search feature. 
1.2 Simple Search Bar
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Notes:

In fact, the persistent search bar at the top of Alma has some nice enhancements, too.

On the left drop-down menu, all possible types of data can be searched, including different kinds of resources, purchase order lines, users, vendors, and so on.

Once you choose a resource type, you can choose the index or field on which to perform the search. Then enter your search content and click the search button.

But if you need a more sophisticated search, use Advanced Search.

Advanced Search is available right at the top of every page in Alma, for those types of data that an advanced search is relevant.

When you click the Advanced Search link, the search bar expands to give you more options.

You define search conditions using the drop-down menus and the search fields. If you’ve done searches before, your previous selections will appear. You can even just start typing resource types and indices, and Alma will give suggestions.

You can add or copy conditions using the buttons on the right side.

You can also decide in advance whether to search your Institution Zone or the Community Zone … or the Network Zone, if your institution is part of an Alma consortium.
1.4 Advanced Search Details
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Notes:

When making advanced-search selections, there is a new ability to choose more than one value in some of the indices.

For example, when searching for Physical titles in their Permanent physical location, now you have the ability to select multiple locations to search.

Also, notice that the indices to the 3 categories (title, holding, and physical item) can now be found more easily in drop-down menus.
1.5 Search Results
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Notes:

When your search results appear, the Advanced Search conditions remain at the top of the page, so you can easily manipulate the conditions and conduct a new search.

Also, the conditions that created the current results list remain just above the results.

The tabs that allow you to switch between searching your Institution Zone, the Community Zone, or the Network Zone, have moved to just above the results. 

As before, you can Save your search query as a Set, and Export search results as an Excel file.

To go back to a simple search bar, close the Advanced Search by clicking on the X in the upper-right corner.
