1.2 Import RIS File
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Notes:

In your list, click on the Options menu for the section, and click Import 
Drag your RIS file to the batch Import Dialog, and click Confirm. 

Three items were imported. We can see them here.

1.3 List items: Reorder & Search
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Notes:

By the way, you can reorder the items in your list using drag & drop, and move citations from section to section.

Also, you can search for items in your reading lists from here. This is especially useful for long lists.
