1.1 Managing Collaborators on a Reading List

In this session you will learn how to add instructors as collaborators or owners of a reading list in Leganto.
1.2 Collaborator Management
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Notes:

Let’s talk a bit about list management and working with collaborators.

You can add collaborators or other owners to your list. A collaborator can edit the list while an owner can edit a list and add other collaborators and owners.

On the right pane of the Reading List’s view is the Collaborators area which lists instructors for this course. Click on the Collaborator link see the instructors, who may be owners or collaborators of the reading list. 

Since my user, Dan Stone, created this list, I am the owner and I can add other owners and collaborators to the list.

To add a collaborator or an owner, click ‘Manage collaborators’. Let’s add ‘Cathy Porter’ as a new collaborator and click the send invitation button. This sends her an invitation e-mail, telling her that she was added to the list.

Now Cathy appears on to the list. 

Click on the Manage Collaborators link so we can assign Cathy as an owner.

In our list of owners, I can see that Cathy Porter can edit the list.  

I can also assign Cathy the permissions ‘Can manage list’, making her an owner.

Now Cathy can both edit the reading list and add other collaborators or owners.

You can change her back to a collaborator by selecting ‘Can edit list’ 

Cathy now can only edit the reading list and not add collaborators.

Finally, we can remove an owner or collaborator entirely by clicking on the X icon.
