1. Creating Additional Reading Lists

1.1 Create Additional Reading Lists
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Notes:

Welcome to this session on creating additional reading lists in Leganto. We’ve created our first reading list, but suppose we want to create more. In Leganto, we have three ways to create a new list: (first) Manually (second) by importing a Leganto file, and (third) by duplicating an existing list. 
1.2 Create a Reading List Manually
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Notes:

To Manually create a reading list, click ‘NEW LIST’ from the reading list view. Enter a title and description and click the create button. You will have the option to create your reading list based on a template if you wish, I don’t want to use a template so I’ll choose blank and my new reading list will be created. 

1.3 Export a Leganto file
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Notes:

Leganto allows you to share reading lists. To do this, you can export a list to a file and email it to another instructor. That instructor can then import it to Leganto as a new list. 

To export a legano file, open an existing reading list. Medicine in Ancient Greece. From the reading list options menu, I’ll click on Export and choose To.lng file (which is a Leganto file).  The leganto file is downloaded to my computer. 
1.4 Create List via Import Leganto File
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Notes:

To create a new reading list by importing a leganto file. Click the New List button. Note the ‘Import.lgn file’ link below the description field. Click on Import lng link to open the import dialog box.  I’ll drag and drop a leganto file from my computer that I saved previously. 

We now see the name of the list to import, its description, and the number of sections and citations in the list. 

Click ‘CONFIRM’ to import and create the new reading list. 
1.5 Create List Duplicate
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Notes:

Now let’s say we want to create a new list that will be very similar to one we already have.

You can duplicate a reading list from the Reading Lists view, by clicking on the ellipsis and selecting the ‘Duplicate list’ option. The list is duplicated. Note the confirmation message and the number in parenthesis following the reading list title- which indicates that the reading list is a copy of the original. 

To delete a reading list, click on the ellipsis and select ‘Delete’ and Ok to confirm.  The list will be deleted.

You can restore deleted lists under My Lists > Sort by Recently Deleted > Options > Restore. 

To copy a section from one list to another, click on the Reading list title to open it. Click the ellipsis next to the section you want to copy and choose the Copy section option. 

In the dialog, select the target list to which to copy the section and click ‘CONFIRM’ 
Now let’s go to the target list and here we can see the copied section.
1.6 Associate Reading List with Courses
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Notes:

To associate an existing reading list with a course click ‘Reading list options’ menu and choose ‘Course Association Options’ and then ‘Associate this list with a course’ 
In the dialog, enter the course name or code, I’ll search by course code = MED and select the course Medicine in Ancient times. The course dates and number of participants display, Note also the link Add Course Instructors as collaborators which will allow you to Add the course instructors for the Course along with the newly created course association. 

Click ‘Associate’ to associate the list with the course.

To change the association, go back to ‘Reading list options’ ‘Course Association Options’ and select ‘Associate this list with a different course’.

To un-associate the list with a course, select ‘Remove associated course’ 
The association is removed.
