1. Working with Courses and Reading Lists in Leganto

1.1 View Student Usage Reports
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Notes:

You can view Student Usage Reports in Leganto, to see how engaged students are with your reading lists, and the materials within.
1.2 Navigate to Reports
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Notes:

You can access the Reports from the Leganto Sidebar.

1.3 Analysis Tab
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Notes:

The usage reports are powered by Oracle BI, and display out-of-the-box analytics.

Here in the Analysis tab, you can see overall reading list usage, and a weekly breakdown.

You can select which course and reading list to view.

Usage information includes number of full-text views, number of comments, number of items marked as read, and number of likes;

here shown in overall numbers for each course, and here we can see the weekly breakdown for the selected course.

Next, let’s go to the Usage tab.

1.4 Usage Tab
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Notes:

Here in the Usage tab, you can see a more detailed analysis of student usage for each list.

Once again we have an overview for each list, and a weekly breakdown for each list.

Looking at the overview, for each list we can see the list details, followed by

the total citations in the list, number of participants in the course, Mobile Activity - which tells you what percent of reading list activity is from mobile devices.

Activity Score tells you the average percent of citations interacted with by each student.

So for example an Activity Score of 50%, means the average student interacted with half of the total citations in the list.

The rest of the fields are quite straightforward: Total number of Full Text Access, Total Comments, Total Likes, and Total Read it.

The number of Active students - indicates how many students interacted with the list by selecting, liking, commenting, or viewing the material.

Down here you have a weekly breakdown, which allows you to gauge progress and trends in student usage of the list.

You’ll notice that the List Name field is marked-up. this allows you to drill down and see the usage breakdown by Reading List Section, Citations, and Citation Types.

Let’s for example drill-down by Section.

1.5 Drill Down by Section
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Notes:

We’ve now drilled down to the Sections of our reading list.

Each row here is a section in our list. We can see the section name - and for each section - the student usage.

Once again we have our overall report - and our weekly breakdown.

1.6 Export to Excel
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Notes:

Now back at the Analysis Tab,

We can export the usage reports to an Excel spreadsheet via the Page Options menu > Export to Excel > and selecting Current Page or Entire Dashboard.

And here is our downloaded Excel file.
